Interest Approach: 10 Minutes
· Essential Question: How Many Jobs are there in a Beef Operation?
· Students will have three minutes to list as many jobs as they can involving beef production. These jobs are both related to on-the-farm (animal caretaker, bookkeeper, crop production, etc.) and those that service the farm (veterinarian, ultrasound, nutrition, etc.)
· Students should pair with someone sitting near them to compare their lists (1 Minute)
· The pair will compare lists with another pair, forming a small group of 4. (1 Minute)
· Each group will share out their list, one at a time, to the class. (5 Minutes)

C&L Herefords Tour – Video Run Time: 19 Minutes
· Students will complete the attached video guide

Post Video Small Group Discussion: 10 Minutes
· Students will return to their small groups from before the video to compare and contrast  their answers to the questions (5 Minutes)
· Each small group will share their responses to the class, alternating one question per group (5 Minutes)

· Students will complete a 3-2-1 Reflection About the Video
· 3 Things You Learned
· 2 Things You Found Interesting
· 1 Question You Still Have
